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Flood Updates, Monday Evening 06/27/16

CHARLESTON, W.Va. — According to WV Division of Homeland Security and Emergency
Management Director Jimmy Gianato, these are the latest facts and figures from the flooding in
WV:

FEMA

- WV residents may have questions regarding the types of debris that can be left at the curb for
collection and how to handle debris when a homeowner hires a contractor.

DEBRIS PLACED ON RIGHT OF WAY

Storm and flooding-related debris is eligible for pickup and disposal by the county or
municipality if residents place the following types of debris on the public right-of-way in front of
their property for pick-up. When placing debris at the roadside, residents should be careful not
to cover or impede access to utility meters or mailboxes.

Residents opting for curbside pick-up must separate debris into categories:

o Vegetative debris (tree limbs, shrubs, etc.)

o Construction/Demolition debris

o White goods (appliances, etc.)

o E-goods (TV’s, electronics)

o Household hazardous (cleaning solutions, automotive chemicals, etc.)

DEBRIS HANDLED BY CONTRACTORS

Some homeowner’s insurance policies may cover debris removal. Residents are reminded that if
they choose to hire their own contractor, they should not place that debris on the right-of-way.
The cost of debris disposal is typically included in the contractor’s estimates. Homeowners
should review their insurance policies to determine if their policy covers debris removal.

Under no circumstances will reconstruction debris or demolition debris created by the property
owner or the private contractor be pushed to the curb. The property owner, insurance company
or contractor is responsible for removing and transporting all demolition and/or reconstruction
debris to an approved designated area.

- At this time, individual FEMA assistance is available in Greenbrier, Kanawha and Nicholas
counties. Work continues today on adding more counties, and an application for additional
areas is expected to be filed this week.
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-Individuals and business owners who sustained losses in the designated areas can begin
applying for assistance today by registering online at www.DisasterAssistance.gov or by calling
1-800-621-FEMA (3362).

o Disaster assistance applicants, who have a speech disability or hearing loss and use TTY,
should call 1-800-462-7585 directly; for those who use 711 or Video Relay Service (VRS), call 1-
800-621-3362.

o The toll-free telephone numbers will operate from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. (local time) seven
days a week until further notice.

SBA

-The Small Business Administration will be offering disaster assistance to flood victims in the
disaster declaration counties. The disaster declaration covers the counties of Greenbrier,
Kanawha and Nicholas, which are eligible for both Physical and Economic Injury Disaster Loans
from the SBA. Small businesses and most private nonprofit organizations in the following
adjacent counties are eligible to apply only for SBA Economic Injury Disaster Loans: Boone,
Braxton, Clay, Fayette, Jackson, Lincoln, Monroe, Pocahontas, Putnam, Raleigh, Roane, Summers
and Webster.

- Applicants may apply online using the Electronic Loan Application (ELA) via the SBA’s secure
website at https://disasterloan.sba.gov/ela.

The filing deadline to return applications for physical property damage is Aug. 24, 2016.
The deadline to return economic injury applications is March 27, 2017.

Fatalities

--According to the WV State Medical Examiner’s Office the number of deaths due to the floods
remains at 23 (twenty-three). That total includes 20 confirmed fatalities and 3 people missing
and presumed dead.
